On Wednesday, May 10th, the Varsity Spartan Track and Field team traveled to Plainview for the D4 District Track Meet.
Senior Amelia Hoffman beat her personal record and school record for girls discus. She broke the school record, which she set
herself, by nearly three and a half feet with a throw of 124-5 to become the District Runner-Up and State Qualifier. Junior
McKenzie Snyder placed 4th in the girls discus with a throw of 110-6 and is also State Qualifier with a wildcard.
